Héctor Del Curto (Bandoneodnist/Artistic Director/Composer)

Praised by thé&lew York Times as a "splendid player", Argentinean bandonednist Héctor
Del Curto has captivated the audiences around the world@sist and chamber
musician, sharing the stage with the world—renowned tangodisgAstor Piazzolla and
Osvaldo Pugliese, pianist Pablo Ziegler, clarinetist PadpiiRivera, ballet dancer Julio
Bocca, National Symphony Orchestra (Washington D.C.)n8sidires Symphony
Orchestra and Teatro Colén Ballet among many others.

After a Carnegie Hall concert in April 1999 with the Orph@msmber Orchestra and
outstanding artists such as Gary Burton, Joe Lovanop Zagler, José Angel Trelles
and Maria Grafa, thidew York Times highlighted Mr. Del Curto’s artistry, making
special mention of his "wistful, piercing solos on Hamdonedn."

Mr. Del Curto had won the title of "Best Bandonedn Btaynder 25" when he was only



17 years of age. This award led, Osvaldo Pugliese to invitéohptay in his legendary
orchestra, which made him the youngest bandoneonist inistory of Pugliese's
Orchestra.

In 1999, Héctor Del Curto received the Golden Note Awarthfthe Italian—American
Network in recognition of his artistic achievements.

As conductor, he directed the spectacular show "ForEamego” on Broadway and

founded the "Eternal Tango Orchestra" a ten piece drleeir. Del Curto has produced

a critically acclaimed CDEternal Tango and the aloum was successfully released at Jazz
Standard in New York City on June 18, 2007.
